The Kingdom Honor Society exists to ensure that middle and high school students are attending school, achieving above average grades, and planning for their collegiate career.  All students will be encouraged, motivated, and inspired to pursue post-secondary education.  They will be instructed on the importance of knowing how to plan for their future by utilizing Christian decision-making skills (seeking God through prayer, consulting with godly counsel), and maintaining focus on the current academic task at hand; thus empowering them to become influential Kingdom Ambassadors. 
FOUNDATIONAL SCRIPTURE:

Daniel 12:3- Those who are wise will shine as bright as the sky, and those who lead many to righteousness will shine like stars forever (NLT).

Daniel is one of the best biblical examples of a man who was used by God to excel academically.  He is representative of the total package, because not only was he unshakable in his walk with God, he was also a leader among those who did not share his faith, and he set the standard for wisdom, understanding, and success within the pagan kingdom he lived in.

Like Daniel, you too will be unafraid to walk in your calling, develop your spiritual and natural gifts, and create a new inspiring paradigm of accomplishment and excellence for other students in your community.

Society Guidelines 

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

· Students ages 13 and up must complete the admissions packet, which will include:
· Application for acceptance into the society
· Permission slip with a required signature by a parent or legal guardian
· Letter of recommendation from one of their core subject teachers (Mathematics, Science, English, History)
· Official transcripts from school showing current GPA
· Minimum cumulative grade point average of a 3.0
· Provisional Acceptance

· Students who do not meet the grade point average requirement can be selected for admission to the Honor Society by the ministry leader or youth minister under a provisional acceptance, at which time the ministry leader and youth minister will work out a plan with the student to reach the minimum grade point average within an allotted time frame

MEMBERSHIP RULES

· Godly lifestyle and good character and reputation among family, teachers, and peers

· Weekly church attendance

· Submission of report card each quarter for proof of maintaining of grades

· A file/spreadsheet will be kept for each student

·  Ten hours of volunteer work done at the church or church sponsored event each year ( to include tutoring)
· Attendance to 4 of the 6 bi-monthly seminars

DISCIPLINE AND DISMISSAL

· When a student receives a D in any class, and/or their cumulative grade point average falls below a 3.0, they will be put on academic probation for two quarters; if their grades do not improve, they will be dismissed from the society. A student will also be put on probation for school suspension or disorderly conduct.   In order to be readmitted, they must present a report card showing grades have returned to the minimum GPA for two quarters, and meet with the ministry leader and youth minister to discuss any additional terms to their readmission.
BENEFITS/ REWARDS
· The inductee will receive a letter of recommendation to submit to the institutions of their choice.
· Kingdom Honor Society pin and certificate
· Book scholarship (Award amount based on membership level )
INSTRUCTIONS

Please have the letter of recommendation form completed by a teacher of your core subjects (Mathematics, Science, English, or History), and turn in your application with the completed letter of recommendation attached to the Information Desk at the Cathedral.  Applications are due by 5pm on the deadline given.  Incomplete,  sloppy, or pencil written applications will be returned to the applicant to be completed/corrected and resubmitted (no extension will be granted as a result of an incomplete application)
Upon acceptance into KHS, the student will be placed in one of the four membership levels below, with the opportunity to transition in levels as their grade point average improves.

Student Membership Levels

- Like academic honors afforded upon graduation at the collegiate level, the Honor Society will be composed of students who are distinguished at four levels of achievement:

1. Cum Laude (direct translation-"with praise") - provisional members and accepted members; grade point average of up to 3.259
2. Magna Cum Laude (direct translation- “with great praise”) - grade point average of 3.26 to 3.49 
3. Maxima Cum Laude (direct translation- "with very great praise")-grade point average of 3.5 through 3.749
4. Summa Cum Laude (direct translation- “with highest praise”) - grade point averages 3.75 or above
